
 
1 Day/ 1 Night Itinerary- Best of Kangaroo Island 
 
Arrive by ferry or fly in that night and we pick you up and drop you to the Kangaroo 
Island Seafront Resort to check into your 4 Star Ocean view room. Kangaroo Island 
Seafront Resort to check into your Oceanfront room you now have time to relax 
before dinner. Come down to Sorrento’s Restaurant  were you will enjoy a two-
course A La Carte Dinner .  
 
After dinner you will head to the Penguin Centre for your nocturnal Penguin tour . 
This is a KI must do! 
 
Get up in the morning for Full Breakfast  before you head out for a full day of touring. 
 
We head straight for Seal Bay  Conservation Park where your guide will take you on 
the beach to get up close and personal with the Australian Sea-Lion colony. Watch 
them surf the waves for feed their young, this is an experience you will never forget. 
 
After all this fresh air we then stop for a Gourmet Lunch , which will be served in a 
remote bush setting (depending on weather) you can sit back with a glass of 
Kangaroo Island Wine and admire the surroundings. 
 
Now we head to the island’s largest national park Flinders’s Chase at the western 
end of the Island. We drive through the park to Admirals Arch  and see the colony of 
New Zealand Fur Seals , from the viewing platform you will get fantastic photo 
opportunity’s not to be missed. Next stop are the Remarkable Rocks, these’s are 
large granite boulders standing dramatically on the cliff top which plunges 75 meters 
into the Southern Ocean.                                                                           
 
At the National park you will have a chance to have a cuppa and light refreshment, 
and browse the information centre at your leisure. 
 
The next stop is the wonderful Hanson Bay Wildlife Sanctuary Koala Viewing on the 
Koala Walk . Take a stroll down Koala Walk and observes the amazing and beautiful 
Koalas relaxing in the avenue of shady Eucalyptus trees. Also you will see Tammar 
Wallabies, Kangaroos and native Birds in their natural habitat and environment. 
 
Your tour then concludes with you departure at either the Kingscote Airport or 
Sealink Ferry Terminal.  
 
Note: The Itinerary can be changed to tour 1st day and then stay 1 night and 
either fly or ferry out the next morning.
